The Leon M. Poe Scholarship Foundation was primarily funded by board members for the 

2023 calendar year. 90% of all funding collected was from the internal board. Throughout the 

year the other 10% of the income received was by private supporters who are familiar with 

our objectives and wanted to share in our efforts.

Our second year of this process and there was substantial growth. In 2023, we had over 1400 

applicants.  

❖ The average Grade Point Average was 3.62 on a 4.0 scale.  

❖ 570 first generation college students.
